The Basic

1.  Name: the Bnei- Akiva movement.

2.  The motto: torah and labor.

Bnei- Akiva believes that we need to combine torah and labor.

3. The substance: the Bnei- Akiva movement is a religious pioneering youth movement. 
4.  The purpose: to educate the kids in Bnei- Akiva to be faithful and devoted to our Torah, our country and to our people.

5.   Dress: the members of Bnei - Akiva wear modest dress that is appropriate, to the members of the movement.

Membership

All the members of Bnei- Akiva have to:

a. Be in one educational group in the branch (“snif”), to participate in its activity and in the general activity in the branch.

b.  Direct their lives and their behavior to the spirit of the movement, and to participate in torah lessons.

c.  Listen to the group leaders and to the people in charge.

d.  Pay the membership every year and pay membership fee for two months according to the head counselor. 

e.  Some of the members of the older groups have the duty to become group leaders. 

The membership 

Bnei- Akiva there are boys and girls from the age 10 to 15.

They follow the constitution of Bnei- Akiva. 

The boys and girls is divide to groups;

· Nevatim. Age 10, the 4th grade.


· Nitsanim. Age 11,the 5th grade.

· Ma’a lot. Age 12, the 6th grade.
· Ma’apilim. Age 13, the 7th grade.
· Haro”e. Age 14, the 8th grade.
After Haro”e group, you get new name- the name you’ll stay with forever.

From the Age of 15 you become part of the oldest group. Then some of the kids become group leaders of the younger groups.
